Pahuja said, “Flexible packaging is growing by
33% PA and it is a good opportunity for print
community. In such a promising and growing
market, organisation wish to build sustainability
through multi-pronged approach.”

Sharing his thoughts on the theme of
convergence, Amit Khurana stated, “Change is
only the constant thing and one must be ready
for this. Speed and innovation should be kept on
radar as next 10 years are the golden period for
Indian print industry.”

At the end of panel discussion, Amit Shah
shared a video on the making of his very famous
50+ feet Spectrum Express steam engine created
with corrugation board. He had also put the
miniature of the art on display at the PAMEX
Roadshow table-top exhibition area.

Continuing the trend, VINSAK India and
Omet India team then took over the dais for a
interactive technology presentations followed by
team Konica Minolta Business Solutions India.
KMI highlighted about ‘Digital printing & the way
forward’ explaining the drivers of digital printing
including demand for short print runs, low initial
set-up cost for print jobs, improvement in
technology, variable data and personalisation.

The event concluded with a vote of thanks
extended by Pritesh Jain, Vice President, Indore
Master Printers Association, (IMPA).
